The distributors-producers become more and more numerous:

· Overview of the situation: what happened during these last years  - which distributors became producers.

· Why is it more interesting for the distributor to become a coproducer rather than to wait and acquire the film later on? 

· Coproduction can be cheaper than a simple acquisition

· It gives the film the nationality of the coproducer and enables it to be eligible for national support schemes. 

· It’s a win – win situation : the producer gets money for his film at an early stage, and the distributor pays less, can have a part of his investment financed by Eurimages and can have a say about the shooting and the final cut of the movie : artistic, financial aspects
