markets. This experience, together with her degree in economics in 2003, are behind debese.film,
which was established in 2011 as a film distribution company. Film distribution remains at the core of
the company's remit.

Our innovative idea of making a player available to provide a barrier-free cinema experience has
potential for audiences all over Europe and beyond. This service can be made available
to distributors of cinema films, owners of cinemas and the more than 31,5 million people in Europe
with sensory impairments, facilitating more free access for blind and hearing-impaired people. In this
project, she encourages enthusiasm for the cinema experience by helping to provide access to this
way of viewing films, making going to the cinema a viable option for people who might not otherwise
go. In 2003, for example, she introduced the idea of “Wickeltaschenkino” (cinema for parents of
small children, named after the word for nappy bags in German).

The debese.film team relishes the challenge of making all of the films in cinemas easily accessible to
all, broadening audiences' horizons while also enlarging cinema audiences.
